The journey to freedom for the sacred “Royal pride” is testimony to the tireless efforts of Linda
and her dedicated conservation team at Tsau. To witness these majestic cats in their natural
endemic range, living and roaming freely in safety, is a rare and privileged experience. The
Tsau conservancy is not open to the public to ensure minimal human impact on the two royal
prides as they learn to adapt to their life of freedom.

In association with award winning wildlife photographer, Karen-Jane Dudley, the Global White
Lion Protection Trust is offering a unique opportunity to withess conservation history as it
unfolds. This exclusive 9-day “ethical wildlife photography” field trip to the Tsau Conservancy
(hosted by the WLT and lead by Karen-Jane) has been carefully designed to offer guests a
unique photographic experience and to aid the conservation efforts of the Trust.

Daily photographic workshops are aimed at embracing the knowledge and art of ethical wildlife
photography and will bring exciting challenges and experiences along with opportunities to
capture images of the “Royal pride”.* With many years’ experience in wildlife photography - and
works published globally — Karen-Jane will present daily workshops in a friendly and relaxed
atmosphere to share the knowledge and techniques of ethical wildlife photography. Each day’s
teachings will close with an opportunity to share highlights and experiences of the day under the
African stars.

Professional Wildlife Photographer —Karen-Jane Dudley

Born in London, Karen—Jane Dudley took the decisive step to progress her long time interest in wildlife
photography into a full-time profession in 1998, after relocating to the Isle of Wight. Her passion for the
natural world and deep love for Africa has since evolved into a career specialising in “big cat”
photography. The global demand for her images has increased over time, with some of her works

published in Europe, South Africa, USA, Australia and Asia.

For Karen-Jane one particular endangered big cat species has long been a source of mystery and
intrigue. An introduction to two very special White Lion cubs launched her on a new path, both
professionally and personally. Soon after meeting these rare white cubs, Karen-Jane dedicated her life
and professional career to assist in the preservation of one of the world’s most critically endangered big

cat species - the White Lions of the Timbavati region in South Africa.

In 2006 Karen-Jane launched the “Ghost of Africa Campaign® in the UK to help raise awareness for the
urgent plight of the critically endangered White Lions. Following the success of the campaign, Karen-Jane
visited the Global White Lion Protection Trust's (WLT) scientific reintroduction programme in South Africa,

where she photographed the White Lions in their natural distribution range.

In August 2008 The WLT awarded Karen-Jane the prestigious White Lion R.O.A.R award (Recognition of
Animal Rights) for her ethical and sensitive approach to the photographing of large predators both in

captivity and in their natural environment.

Karen-Jane has witnessed firsthand the magnificent White Lion ambassador pride take their first steps to
freedom in the world-first reintroduction programme. She has also had the rare privilege of capturing the
first official signature portraits of the next generation of White Lion cubs, born in 2008 on the soil of their

ancestors within their natural endemic range of the Greater Timbavati Region.

DEPOSIT: A non-refundable deposit of GBP 500.00 is payable to secure a place on the photographic
field trip
The outstanding amount must be paid month (30 days) prior to the start of the trip.
CANCELLATIONS: In the event of cancellation, the following cancellation charges will be applied:

If a cancellation is made five weeks prior to departure, the client will lose their GBP 500.00
Deposit paid.

If a cancellation is made four weeks prior to departure, the client will lose their GBP
500 deposit plus 50% of the outstanding amount.

If a cancellation is made less than three weeks prior to departure, the client will lose their GBP 500
Deposit and 100% of the outstanding amount.

If a refund due to a cancellation is paid to the client by the WLT, all bank charges levied on the refund
Amount will be for the account of the client and not the WLT.

METHOD OF PAYMENT: The payment of the Deposit and the Balance for the Photographic field trip is to

MEDICAL / LUGGAGE AND EQUIPMENT INSURANCE: It is a condition of booking, that the sole
responsibility lies with the client, to ensure that they carry the correct comprehensive travel and medical
insurance to cover themselves and any travelling companions for the duration of the trip to South Africa.

This insurance should include cover in respect of, but not limited to, the following eventualities:

a) Health Insurance

you are away.

b) Cancellation and Curtailment

You might have to cancel or curtail your journey due to unforeseen circumstances. If for any reason you
cancel a trip close to departure date, you could lose the entire cost of your trip. Should you have to leave
before your trip is finished, we cannot refund you the cost of the portion of the package you do not
complete. In the eventuality of this happening, insurance may cover you, depending on the reason for
cancellation and curtailment.

Clients will be charged directly by the relevant service providers for any
emergency services they may require, and may find themselves in a position unable to access such
services should they not be carrying the relevant insurance cover.

TOUR PRICES: The price of the photographic field trip is quoted in British Pounds (GBP). If you are
paying in another currency i.e. US$ then you would still need to complete an international bank transfer
where the equivalent amount of the GBP quoted price would be payable, please check up to date
exchange rate prior to completing your payment. WLT reserves the right to change the tour price based
on inflation and exchange rate fluctuations.

ACCOMMODATION: The WLT reserves the right to change accommodation venue based on availability.
The type of accommodation will, however, always remain the same.

CHANGE OF ITINERARY: WLT / K1 Photography has the right to change the itinerary at any time as a
result of any changes in local conditions i.e. (Wild fires and animal movements within the conservancy) or
events / conditions / accidents at participating service providers, over which the WLT has no control.
Participating members on the affected Photo Safari will be informed of such changes in writing as soon as
WLT/K1 Photography becomes aware of the need to change the itinerary. The WLT / K1 Photography will
use their best endeavours to offer a suitable alternative activity to participants, but it will not be obliged to
do so.

Loss or damage of photographic data: The WLT /K1 Photography will take no responsibility for loss or
damage to personal photographic data due to faulty media or camera errors.

Important Protocols
Guests will be required to adhere to rules and regulations during their entire stay at Tsau.

Guests are to remain within the safety boundaries of the accommodation camp at all times
unless instructed to do so and only if accompanied by a qualified member of staff due to close

proximity of wildlife and large predatory species.

During photographic field-trips and monitoring sessions, when guests are in close proximity to

wildlife, guests will be asked to:

Respect wildlife and habitat at all times;

Keep noise to a minimum level;

Remain within the safety of the vehicle and remain seated unless instructed otherwise;

Not use any artificial means at anytime to entice or intimidate wildlife for the sake of optimum
photographic purposes. Guests who do not comply with this rule will be immediately

removed from the field sessions.

During any on foot photographic activity, guests will adhere strictly to the given instructions of

gualified staff. Unaccompanied bushwalks will not be permitted.




Guests will be required to ensure that all the requisite medical preparations are administered
prior to arrival. The Timbavati Region is a high risk malaria area, please seek professional
medical advice and prescription of the correct malaria preparation required for the Limpopo and
Mpumalanga regions (the Tsau reserve is situated on the cusp of the Limpopo and

Mpumalanga provinces).

Each guest will be required to sign a photography retainer and indemnity form on arrival at
Tsau. All images taken of the royal pride will be made available to the GWLT for future usage.
No payment will be granted for the usage of images by the WLT if used for promotional or

publication purposes. However, all efforts will be made to acknowledge the photographer.
